The Fourth Sunday of Easter, traditionally called Good Shepherdôs Sunday, is 
devoted to praying for vocations to the clergy and consecrated life. This is in 
answer to Jesusô request when he said: óThe harvest is rich but the labourers 
are few, so ask the Lord of the harvest to send labourers to do his                
harvestingô (Luke 10:2). Those who are called into these lives are normal    
human beings like you: struggling with the weaknesses of their own            
humanity since sacraments give them the graces and strength to fight against 
sin but do not take away concupiscence, i.e., the desire to sin. Godôs reasons 
for calling them are to be with them (Mark 3:14); form them to become    
shepherds after his own heart (Jeremiah 3:15); and, lastly, to send them out 

to make disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:19-20). This explains why part of their lives is spent in       
formation houses. While in the past, formation was limited to the spiritual, intellectual and pastoral, John 
Paul II, in 1992, added another pillar, human formation, which he called the foundation of all Christian 
formation. This pillar was out to help the clergy and religious to be in affective maturity/love; or helping 
them, as Pope Francis teaches today, to have the smell of the sheep. Without this human formation,      
becoming ómen of communionô or óexperts of communionô would be lacking; an aspect which is very      
necessary in their mission of reconciling the world and bringing people closer to God. Could we pray     
today for our clergy and religious to become less institutional and more of the incarnate love of God 
among men. Could we also pray for those who form them: to carry out their task after the example set by 
Christ himself. Since the foundation of vocations is the family, let us also pray for families in our parish 
and diocese to form their children in selfless love which is so crucial in the total and sincere gift of self in 
priestly, diaconate and consecrated life. As vocations in the diocese are increasing, could we be financially 
generous today to assist in their formation!
