Todayôs gospel (Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the well)         
practically shows us how we can help someone transform from loving 
humanly to divinely. In Jewish custom, it is at the local well that 
young men went in search for potential brides, e.g., Genesis 24:14, 15
-16; 29; 1-9; Exodus 2:15-17,21). From these passages, we discern 
that Male Foreigner + Woman + Well = Betrothal. This explains why 
the apostles were wondering when they saw Jesus alone with a     

woman in the well. In her conversation with Jesus, one comes to realise that this woman had 
some deeper human need, shown in the number of divorces she had gone through. In Jesus, she 
finally gets the answer/healing: an answer she saw in Jesusô unconditional and faithful love for 
her which ends up bearing fruits. We see this fruit her faith in Jesus, bringing the whole village to 
Jesus. The end result is that they not only request that Jesus stays with them, but end up           
believing in Him. This passage has been used by the Catechism of the Catholic Church to explain 
what Christian prayer is all about. According to it prayer is simply óGod thirsting for us so that we 
may in turn thirst for Himô. It is not man who goes searching for God, but God searching for him. 
This search is not so different from the search of our deeper human desires: happiness, peace, 
love, truth and eternal life. As a parish, we can bring people closer to Jesus when we listen to 
these human deeper yearnings and offering Jesus as the ultimate answer to them. Talking about 
God to people without relating Him to these human needs would rather turn them against Him. 
May the five RCIA candidates preparing for Easter find their thirst for ultimate happiness in 
Christôs word and sacraments.
